from 10L water casks are convenient for 

carrying water in canoes or kayaks)

SAFETY 

• First Aid kit inc snake bite compression 

bandages and band aids for blisters.

• Apps on phone: First Aid, GPS, Weather, Fire 

incident  

• Accurate maps 

• Insect repellent 

• Sunscreen 

• Whistles for everyone 

• Compass 

• Float plan, left on land with responsible adult
